2. Received books from summer audit. 
3. Presented said budget to the board 

and association for approval. 
4. Gave copies of budget, end-of-year 

report, and audit to Fremont 
Council PTA. 

5. Set up accounting system 
according to PTA regulations that 
everyone can understand. 

6. Understood what needs to be

8. Filed IRS 990/990EZ informational 
tax returns by Nov. 15th if applicable, 
with copy to Fremont Council PTA. 

9. Kept up to date on deposits, check 
writing and documentation. 

10. Prepared books for mid-year audit 
and took to the auditor. 

11. Received audited books and made 
any recommended corrections or 
adjustments. 

 

Hereõs what you will be 
accomplishing the rest of the year!  
 

1. Keep records up to date. 
2. Remit any last-minute per caps to 

Fremont Council PTA. 
3. Prepare books for end-of-year audit, 

including an end-of-year financial 
report. 

4. Close books on June 30th and give 
books to auditor. 

 
Notes: the person who is the auditor during 
the summer months is the same person 
who held the job the previous year. This 
person is more familiar with activities and 
votes of the board and association than is 
a newly elected auditor. 
 
The treasurer is in charge of seeing that 
the tax return is filled out properly, but 
does not have to do it him/herself. Tax 
preparation is a legitimate PTA expense 
and should be included in the budget if 
necessary. The board oversees this 
process. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
All units ¦ and even Fremont Council ¦ will be filing either a 990, a 990EZ, or a 990-N next 
year. The category you are in is determined by the amount of your gross receipts. Know which 
form you will be filling out. The 990-N is an online form that just asks for general information 
(no figures) for PTAs with gross receipts less than $25,000. Gross receipts includes ALL 
INCOME deposited into your checking and savings accounts except for (1) per caps collected 
for and remitted to Fremont Council PTA, (2) Founders Day offering collected from the 
membership, and (3) income transferred between checking and savings accounts.
