The reasons
can vary i sometimes it is because the IRS has
guestions and they need to look back to see what
the accountant did on their return. Sometimes it is
to see if a return was done at all. And sometimes,
units may need a referral to someone who does
tax returns for PTAs. Whatever the reason, having
a file of back tax returns can be a valuable Council
asset. | encourage you to create such a file. PTA
officers turn over at an astounding rate, and
information is often lost from one administration to
the next.

Build a Diverse PTA

These days there are many different ideas of what diversity actually means. The

dictionary defines diversity as fithe state of
Since we all are unique, you can see how diversity may have different meanings for
di fferent individual s. How can you assess if

doing a good job of meeting PTA diversity goals?

#1-ldentify the unique characteristics and
abilities of all families in your school
community. Consider gender, race,
national origin, religion, sexual orientation,
and special needs. Ask your school
administrator to share any statistical
breakdown of the student body so you can
see if these groups are proportionally
reflected in your membership.

#2- Once you identify which groups is
underrepresented in your PTA, plan ways
to reach out to them. Ask leaders of other
groups how you can collaborate with them,
or ask them to serve as advisors (on your
board, for a joint project, etc.).

#3 1 Learn about the unique needs and
special interests of these groups. Invite
speakers to hold workshops about cultural,
ethnic, or religious issues for the PTA
board, your membership, parents, and
students. Include current and emerging
issues from all communities on your
agenda and in your plans.

#4171 Be aware of any current barriers for
these groups in joining your PTA. Be
responsive to the language needs of
others; provide assistance as needed.
Remove physical barriers that discourage
participation by those with disabilities. Plan
meetings and activities that avoid conflicts
with ethnic and religious holidays and
observances or that make it difficult for
working or single parents to attend.

#5171 Most importantly is to be a role model
of openness and acceptance. Look for
ways that your unit can celebrate the
differences amongst your population.
