COUNCIL FUNDRAISING ¦SELLING VERSUS GRANT SEEKING 

 

     PTA Units are considered the end users as far as 
sales taxes are concerned. Units do not have to collect 
sales taxes on merchandise they sell and they do not 
have to remit sales taxes to the Franchise Tax Board. 
     Councils and Districts are chartered differently than 
Units; they are not considered end users. They have to 
collect sales taxes on what they sell and remit those 
sales taxes to the Franchise Tax Board. A resale certifi-
cate is necessary. Fundraising by selling is possible but 
it is more complicated. You have to have a treasurer 
willing to do this extra work. 
      Because councils and districts represent many more 
people, an additional fundraising concept can be pur-
sued, and that is obtaining funds through grants. The 
following information on grants is courtesy of np-
guides.org ï Grant writing tools for non-profit organiza-
tions. 
 
Selecting A  Grantmaker 
   Target your proposal to grantmakers appropriate to 
your field and project, but do not limit your funding re-
quest to one source. 
   Contact the grantmaker, before you write your propos-
al, to be sure you know the guidelines and the name of 
the person to whom the letter should be written. 
 
Writing the Preliminary Proposal 
   Present your proposal in the appropriate and complete 
format, no more than two or three pages on the compa-
ny letterhead. 
   State your organization's needs and objectives clearly 
and concisely. Use active verbs, proper grammar, and 
correct spelling. Be clear, factual, supportable, and pro-
fessional. Be clear about why you are seeking a grant, 
what you plan to do with the money, and why you are a 
good fit with the grantmaker's priorities. Prepare an in-
teresting, persuasive and unique proposal. 
  
The Grant Application 
   Present your application in the appropriate and com-
plete format, and include all required attachments. 
   Always cover the following important criteria: project 
purpose, feasibility, community need, funds needed, 
applicant accountability and competence. 
   Answer these questions: Who are you? How do you 
qualify? What do you want? What problem will you ad-

dress and how? Who will benefit and how? What specif-
ic objectives will you accomplish and how? How will you 
measure your results? How does your funding request 
comply with the grantmaker's purpose, goals and objec-
tives? 
   There are different forms and formats for full funding 
proposals. Every funder has different guidelines and 
priorities, deadlines and timetables. Some funders ac-
cept a Common Application Form (CAF), a single pro-
posal accepted by a number of grantmakers to help 
grantseekers save time and streamline the grant appli-
cation process. 
   Always follow the exact specifications of the grant-
makers in their grant applications, Requests for Propos-
als (RFPs) and guidelines. Full Proposals are generally 
a maximum of 15 pages (single-spaced) and include a 
cover letter, cover sheet, narrative, budget, qualifica-
tions, conclusion and appendices. 
   Present your full proposal neatly, professionally, and in 
an organized package. Type and single-space all pro-
posals. Write, organize and present your proposal in the 
order listed in the application and guidelines. Only in-
clude the information and materials specifically re-
quested by the grantmaker. The proposal is judged on 
content and presentation, not weight. 
   Unless required, do not include an index or table of 
contents, or bind the proposal, and be sure to sign it and 
submit the number of copies requested by the grant-
maker. 
 
How did this subject come to light?  
   At a Fremont Council meeting last month, the subject 
of seismic safety was being discussed. The school dis-
trict has a list of modifications that need to be made at 
all of our schools so that in an earthquake, both equip-
ment and people will be secure and safe. The district 
has completed a cost analysis on these modifications. 
Unfortunately, there is no money to make these modifi-
cations, and yet, doing them will save a great deal of 
money in the long run. This is a perfect opportunity to 
get grants for district-wide safety improvements to all 
schools.

Instructions are included on the form, which 
requests pertinent information, volunteer hours 
totals, and brief descriptions about successful 
PTA program activities from July 1, 2009 and 
projected through June 30, 2010.  Since the 
volunteer hours must be totaled before the end 
of most school or PTA terms in order for the 
state office to process the information, units 
are asked to   estimate as closely as possible 
the number of volunteer hours expected for 
PTA activities through June 30th.  

Each unit president is responsible to assure 
this report is prepared, either by their historian, 
a designee or personally, and submitted to 
Council by May 10th.  Information from these 
reports is compiled and forwarded to the Cali-
fornia State PTA.  The California State PTA 
commissions and committees use the informa-
tion as guidelines for review and revision of 
programs, publications, projects, and leader-
ship training. The volunteer hour numbers are 
used to raise the awareness of legislators, 
school, and community personnel.

As presented at the February Fremont Council PTA meeting, AC Transit hopes to offer 
over 30 outreach events in libraries, transit centers, and other public venues through the 
end of June to facilitate the conversion to the Student Translink Card.  However, since 
Students who use AC Transit regularly have limited transit options to begin with, holding 
one event in a public venue will not meet Fremontôs needs sufficiently. We urge you to 
talk with your school administrator about getting a registration event on campus.
